Comex June , the most actively traded gold corgedibted just shy of $1,5@Mh ounceon
Wednesday, April 20, 2010, though prices stayed above that mark for most of the day.

Analysts at Capital Economics continue to maintain that gold prices will reach $1,600 an ounce by ghe end
of the year and will climb to $2,000 an ounce by the end of 2012. (The firm first made that call in Dfcem-
ber of last year when prices were under $1400 an ounce.)
